




Properties of Wool
 Wool works to keep you warm in cold weather
a) With its moisture wicking properties
Because wool can absorb up to 30% of its weight in moisture without feeling damp, it provides superior comfort in both hot and cold weather. In cold weather even a little moisture on the skin becomes cold, quickly reducing body temperature. However, by absorbing body moisture a dry layer of air is left next the skin and this helps to hold in body heat.  In addition any absorbed moisture in the wool fibre can also be diffused into the atmosphere.  This property ensures that the sleeper will never feel damp and clammy under wool bedding.
b) With its insulating properties
The natural crimp in wool fibres makes them stand apart from each other. As a result, little pockets of still air are trapped between the fibres. This layer of air trapped inside the duvet acts as an insulator.  The greater the crimp of the wool, such as JOMA wool from New Zealand, the greater the insulating ability.
Wool works to keep you cool in warm weather
The absorption/evaporation process also works in hot weather to help keep the body cooler. Evaporation of perspiration is the body's natural cooling device. Wool helps this process along. It absorbs perspiration and helps reduce skin temperature. Also, much of the outdoor heat is blocked out because of wool's insulating barrier of air pockets. This means that the body is kept at an even temperature.
Wool  acts as a Temperature Regulator
Because wool has the ability to insulate against heat and cold, it protects against sudden changes of temperature keeping your sleep environment more constant and allowing for a more rested night’s sleep.  
Wool is Fire Resistant
Wool is naturally safe. It does not have to be specially treated to become non-flammable. While it can catch alight, it will not flare up nor support a flame. Because of its fire-resistant qualities, wool bedding will protect from accidents associated with fire
What is JOMA wool ?
It is high quality New Zealand wool that has gone through a special crimping process which increases the bulk of the wool by 40 to 50%.  The crimping increases the waves along the fibres’ length which are then permanently heat set.  The extra crimp allows more air to be trapped inside the wool layer and provides better insulation.

How is JOMA wool Non Allergenic?
JOMA pure crimped wool has been thoroughly cleaned and is non-allergenic, making it ideal for those who suffer allergies to feather and down or synthetic bedding products.

Why Use a Daniadown Wool Duvet?
Daniadown uses only JOMA wool from New Zealand for our duvets.  This wool is extra crimped  allowing it to better trap warm air between its fibers and retain body heat.  In addition, our double layer design traps an extra layer of air between the two duvets improving the insulating factor and warmth value.

Our duvet is covered in a soft, supple, cotton fabric which is naturally breathable.  The fabric drapes beautifully and noiselessly over the sleeper.  The cotton is woven to allow moisture to pass easily to the wool and away from the sleeper.

 Daniadown’s 2 in 1 Wool Duvet allows you to choose your level of comfort.  Use the lightest layer in warm weather, a thicker layer for spring and fall, or snap them together for extra warmth during the colder winter months. 

Why Sleep Under Wool?
Wool naturally wicks moisture away from the sleeper thereby providing a more comfortable sleep environment.  In cold and damp conditions wool absorbs external moisture and keeps dry air next to the sleeper.  In warm conditions wool absorbs perspiration to keep dry air around the sleeper.

Wool is comfortable across a wide range of temperatures and is therefore perfect to sleep under.

How is Wool Hypoallergenic?
Because it maintains a dry sleep environment wool naturally inhibits the growth of dust mites, bacteria, mold and mildew, known allergens that require moisture to survive.

Is wool a green product?
Wool is a natural, renewable resource that is biodegradable.

How do I care for my Wool Duvet?
In general your duvet will only need airing to keep it fresh.  If stained your duvet can be machine washed for cleanliness.  

Machine wash cold, spin, and hang to dry.
